(2) section 137T (General supplementary powers);  
(3) section 213 (The compensation scheme); and 
(4) section 214 (General). 

B. The rule-making powers referred to above are specified for the purpose of section 138G(2) (Rule-
making instruments) of the Act.

9 PROTECTED CLAIMS 

… 

9.5A For the purposes of 9.5(4), where: 

(1) a contract of insurance is a life policy or pension annuity that relates to benefits a 

policyholder has accrued as a member of an occupational pension scheme, and 

(2) the risk or commitment being considered under 9.5 would not otherwise be a protected risk 

or commitment, 

the determination of where the contract of insurance was first taken out must instead be made 

by reference to the habitual residence of the policyholder at the date the policyholder joined 

the occupational pension scheme.
